Revaluation results will be forwarded to 

their home address within ten days after the last day 

allowed for applying for revaluation. 

CIA IMPROVEMENT 

  A student who has passed in the End Semester

 Examination but has failed because of getting less

During 

consolidation of marks for all courses, the available 

mark for one test will be divided by 2, and taken as test 

average.
